[bookmark: _GoBack]5.3  	22/01644/FUL | Change of use from open scrubland area to fenced parking/bin and garden storage area. | Land Adjacent To Rosemead 24 Queens Avenue Donnington West Sussex PO19 8QB.RECOMMENDATION:  The advisory group disputes the description of the current use of the land in the description of the application.  The area had been part of the land owned by St Wilfrids Hospice before it was redeveloped to Chichester Grange Care Home.  There was no history of the site being used for fly tipping or rubbish, as stated in the Design and Access Statement submitted by the applicant.  The area had been laid out as open space with a mature hazel tree.  This tree had been required to be retained by the developer, however when the land was sold to the applicant the tree was cut down.  The Council was disappointed to see a healthy tree removed and is concerned that the restriction on the removal of the tree was not enforceable against subsequent owners.  If possible it would like to see a replacement tree placed on the land.  
	The Council endorses the principle of the comments made by an objector to the application regarding the height of the fence.  This application is retrospective and the height as installed creates a blind spot. Given that cyclists use the path and the area is unlit, this creates safety issues for pedestrians both day and night.  A reduction in the height would be appropriate in the circumstances.
