1191. Public Session
4 members of the public were present.  

1192. Report from Chichester District Councillors 

Written reports had been received from the Harbour Villages Ward Councillors, detailing activities at Chichester District Council Copy appended to the minutes.  Cllr Ms McDougall asked whether it would be possible for the Council to arrange for the removal of the graffiti under the canal towpath bridge.  Cllr Mrs Sharp agreed to speak with National Highways and an officer at WSCC regarding the issue as CDC would only remove where graffiti was considered offensive.  Cllr Mrs Plant confirmed that a new pollution monitor to measure smaller particles was to be installed at the Stockbridge roundabout and that the data would be publically available.  The Council were waiting for a decision on funding to offer a food waste recycling scheme.


1193. Report from West Sussex County Councillor 
A written report had been received from WSCC Cllr Mrs Sharp. She confirmed that her surgeries were now taking place in the library on the 2nd Saturday of the month.

1196.1. Planning Report – had been circulated.  The meeting noted the report.
1196.2. To ratify all decisions taken under delegated authority dated 5th May 2021 in relation to planning matters.   It was RESOLVED to ratify all decisions.

Local Plan Review Regulation 19 Consultation -  Cllrs Mr Morris and Ms McDougall had prepared draft comments in response to the Regulation 19 consultation, which had been circulated before the meeting. 1197.4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Request for a contribution towards a new dishwasher for the Stockbridge Parish Hall – A report prepared by the Clerk was considered.  It was RESOLVED: to make a contribution of £800 from the Community Partnership Initiative Fund reserve.

1198. COMMUNITY INFRASTRUCTURE LEVY
1198.1. To receive an update on projects funded by or under consideration for funding through the Community Infrastructure Levy.  
The Clerk reminded the Council that there were funds unspent from CIL which would need to be returned to Chichester District Council if they were not spent by 27/4/23.  Following spend on the Playing Field agreed at the last Council meeting, an amount of  over £9,000 would remain unspent.  The Clerk urged members to propose projects to spend the remainder of the funds before the deadline.
The Clerk also confirmed the project to resurface the canal footpath towards the marina was being progressed by WSCC using s106 funds.  It was hoped the project would be delivered this summer.

1201. PLAYING FIELDS RESPRESENTATIVE UPDATE
1201.1. Ms Gaymer reported that there had been an increase in the number of youths gathering in the park after dark, and a consequent increase in litter left afterwards.  The Clerk would raise the issue with the PCSO team to see if a PCSO could include the area on their patrols with a view to engagement with those using the park.

1202.1. The replacement bird sculpture had arrived in the UK and a date was being agreed for installation, hopefully later in the month.  There were outstanding tasks relating to the installation of an explanatory notice board and website pages which would be completed in the summer due to other commitments for the lead artist.
