1. Welcome and Introductions:
Mr Hitchin opened the meeting and welcomed those present.  

2. Minutes of last meeting:  
The minutes of the previous Annual Assembly had been circulated.  On a proposal by Cllr Mr Morris seconded by Cllr Ms McDougall it was agreed that they represented a true record of the previous meeting.
 
3. Matters arising from the previous minutes:
None.

4 Chairman’s Annual Assembly report 2021/22

May 2021 saw Mark Hitchin and Heather McDougall re-elected as Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Council.  
We were advised of a consultation with Chichester District Council to remove the Air Quality Management Area status of Stockbridge Roundabout as levels of pollution had fallen below the level at which a management area was declared.  Members were concerned that no monitoring would then take place, in an area known to be polluted even if the designation was removed.  We pressed the District Council on the matter and the equipment for monitoring has been retained.  Thanks go to Cllr Paul Morris for attending meetings on the issue with other concerned areas in Chichester and keeping all informed.
The Council welcomed its new County Councillor, Sarah Sharp, in May 2021.
New Homes Bonus funds were successfully applied for again this year, with funds being put towards planting more trees in Donnington.  These were dedicated to those from the area who lost their lives during the pandemic.
The Parking Zone scheme went live in Donnington in the last year and the Council has been able to feed back concerns from residents through Sarah Sharp to the responsible officer at CDC.  Whilst the scheme has been well received, there have been some problems with the digital-only permits and questions relating to exactly where the highway boundary was located.  
September saw a return to face-to-face Council meetings.  In September 2021 the Council were pleased to hear of the decision not to proceed with the Stockbridge Link Road, due to a funding shortfall.  The parish had not supported this road, and was pleased to see it would not be proceeding.  Members question District Councillors at every meeting on the latest developments with the Local Plan Review and for any information they can provide regarding the A27 upgrades/bypass.
September also saw Cllr Heather McDougall join a group formed to tackle the noise and speed on A27.  This group has now become RAVEN, and asks for residents to report issues via an online feedback form.
November 2021 saw Councillors attend an online presentation from National Highways regarding a bid from RIS3 for a bypass to the A27 at Chichester.  No further information has been received but members will continue to attend any workshops or presentations relating to the development of a scheme to make sure it is the right one for Donnington and the wider Manhood area.
January 2022 saw the resignation of two Councillors on grounds of ill-heath.  Cllr Mrs Glossop and Cllr Mr Searle left the Council and we owe them a great deal of thanks for their service.  In particular, Mrs Glossop who had served for over 10 years.  
January also saw the budget set for the forthcoming year, with a rise of £357 on the previous year.  
Our main project during the course of the year has been the public art project for Southfields Close, which has progressed since the last report.
Milestones reached for the project this year include:
· Development of the pergola structure for the site
· Certificate of Lawful Development obtained
· Development of an Artists Brief – thanks here must go to our community for their input into the project.  In particular, those who contributed knowledge of local history, flora and fauna.  This gave our artists lots to work with and resulted in proposals that felt very personal to Donnington.
· Open Call for Artists launched and completed and 3 artists selected, plus and emerging artist who will undertake community engagement with the piece.
The next steps for the project are to issue formal contracts for the three artists to develop their ideas further.  Thanks go to Cllrs Heather McDougall and Will Fleming for their involvement with this project and to Richard Bland from Canal Walk as a member of the Working Party.  We will also be looking at improving the appearance of the area to best show the art.

Looking forward to the next Civic year, we hope to see the Public Art project completed and installed in September 2022.  

We will continue to:
· Consider planning applications for development in Donnington and comment as appropriate
· Maintain the Playing Field at Wiston Avenue
· Cut the grass at Southfields Close, The Meadows and Waterside Drive
· Make sure the bins (including the dog waste bins) are emptied and our streets are litter picked
· Share information with our community via our website and Facebook page
· Work with St George’s PCC on the Community Initiative Fund project
· Work with our tree warden Moira Strickland to monitor our trees
