The minutes of the previous Annual Assembly had been circulated.  On a proposal by Cllr Mr Morris seconded by Cllr Ms McDougall it was agreed that they represented a true record of the previous meeting.

4 Chairman’s Annual Assembly report 2022/23

Mr Hitchin opened the meeting with a tribute to former Councillor John Ridd, who has passed away in October 2022, and former Councillor Hilda Glossop, who had passed away earlier in the year.  

Council and Councillors
May 2022 saw Mark Hitchin and Heather McDougall re-elected as Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Council.  Elections were to be held for the Parish Council on 4th May 2023.  

In July 2022 we welcomed two new members, Simon Davenport and Jim Ellis.

Community Projects 
Tree planting – the Council worked in collaboration with local fundraiser Jane Ambrose, and tree warden Moira Strickland to purchase 5 new trees for the parish to be planted on West Sussex County Council land, essentially on verges.  In addition, we purchased 20 whips via Chichester District Council’s tree scheme to replace trees removed from Southfields Close and Wiston Avenue play area.  Thanks to Simon Davenport for leading on this for the Council.


Public Art Our main project during the course of the year has been the public art project for Southfields Close, which is now complete. Artworks were installed in October 2022 and we enjoyed a successful opening event on a sunny Saturday morning, where we heard from the artists involved.  The pieces have been well received.
We took the opportunity to enhance the Southfields Close open space to encourage recreational use by clearing the brambles and deceased trees (replaced with the whips purchased from CDC), making the area more inviting.  This was undertaken using CIL funding.
Our thanks to Cllrs Will Fleming and Heather McDougall for their work on this project.

Playing Field – we are looking to replace the slide and seesaw at the Play Area and have placed an order for equipment to be installed in the coming weeks.  Thanks to Cllr Anna Gaymer for chasing suppliers for quotations, which were not easy to come by!  We have selected a supplier who uses reconditioned items to save on costs and avoid usable equipment ending up in landfill.

Outside bodies representation
We have continued to represent the Parish’s interested on outside bodies including police liaison groups, the Peninsula Forum, the Manhood Peninsula Partnership, the RAVEN group campaigning for noise reduction on the A27 and of course attendance at events organised by CDC.  Thanks to Cllr Paul Morris for representing us on many of these groups, along with Heather McDougall.

Finance
The precept for the parish was increased this year by 4%, reflecting the increased costs of grass cutting and maintenance across the parish, and employment of the Clerk.  Our reserves are healthy and we are conscious that we have funds to spend from our CIL reserves in the coming year.  


We will continue to:
· Consider planning applications for development in Donnington and comment as appropriate
· Keep our community updated on progress with the Local Plan Review at Chichester District Council
· Maintain the Playing Field at Wiston Avenue
· Cut the grass at Southfields Close, The Meadows and Waterside Drive
· Make sure the bins (including the dog waste bins) are emptied and our streets are litter picked
· Share information with our community via our website and Facebook page
· Work with St George’s PCC on the Community Initiative Fund project
· Work with our tree warden Moira Strickland to monitor our trees
